The CPCE lives as a church communion in Europe
and strives to intensify this. 

It realises unity in reconciled diversity
and thus contributes to ecumenism
and coexistence in Europe.

Through the CPCE, the churches
express the common voice of Protestantism
within it and beyond.

The aims and specific initiatives pre-

sented here have been determined by 

the Council of the Community of Pro-

testant Churches in Europe on the basis 

of resolutions passed by the General 

Assembly. This brochure outlines the strategic direction adopted by the 

CPCE and provides an overview of the work it plans to conduct until 

the next General Assembly in 2024. The aims and objectives follow on 

from previous work processes and stem from experiences in realising 

church communion on the basis of the Leuenberg Agreement. 

In signing the Leuenberg Agreement in 1973, the Protestant  churches 

in Europe overcame centuries of division. Henceforth they would  

recognise one another as churches, jointly celebrate the Lord’s Supper, 

work together on theological and ethical issues and commit to acting 

communally wherever possible. Ever since then, church  communion 

has been realised in the form of unity in reconciled diversity, an  

arrangement intended to serve as a model for ecumenical relations 

and coexistence in wider society. 

We strongly believe that this magnifies the visible communion  between 

the Protestant churches in Europe and helps fulfil their shared  

responsibility towards unity between churches and throughout Europe 

as a whole.
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
